Lock m an Proper t y Work day 
In past newslet ters, we ment ioned the Lock-
man property. We will be work ing there again 
on Thursday, October 11 and Satu rday, No-
vember 3 at 9:00 am. Located between Camp 
Silver Brook and Paradise Dr ive in West Bend, 
th is is a n icely wooded 40 acre property ac-
qu ired b y Cedar Lakes Conservat ion Founda-
t ion (CLCF). Our Chapter has been work ing on 
th is property, designing and b u il ding a reroute 
of the Ice Age Trail and a loop t rail.  

Over the summer, volunteers cleared the t rail 
corr idor. On Ju ly 30 ,  n ine warm bu t dedicated 
volunteers cleared the path through two sumac 
patches, dug ou t roots and small stumps.

This year she took on responsibil ity for leading 
chapter effor ts against invasive plants. Janel is Financial Director of Jou rneys to Inspire, a non 
profit organizat ion devoted to long distance hik ing.

The Ice Age Park Trail Foundation acqu ired a 
narr ow easement along the north edge of th is 
property in the 1990 ’s. A very rough dead end 
t rail was marked from Prospect Road to the west 

side of Highway 45 , bu t perm anent 
t rail bu il ding was on hold for several 
years unt il the highway was expanded 
to fou r lanes. As part of the expansion,

in format ion k iosk. In June, Bob, h is son Rick , LeRoy Utschig, and Dave Lovejoy install ed the k iosk at t he 
Hwy H t rail head at t he south end of the Kett le Moraine State Forest . 

Lisa DeLaney and Janel Scharhag led a crew that install ed an in terpret ive sign on the Kewaskum Segment . 
This is on the Ott en Preserve about one quar ter mil e nor th of our park ing lot on Ridge Road. Both these 
signs are excell ent add it ions to our t rail . Head ou t and check them out soon. 

New Trails now open bu t… 
Cedar Lakes Segment at the Polk Kames 
The IAT at t he Polk Kames is open and is gett ing regu lar use by h ikers. It is a wonder fu l t rail . However , we 
do ask anyone visit ing th is proper ty to please stay on the yell ow and white blazed t rail s and to respect our 
neighbors in the area. There are a number of other flagged t rail s in the vicin ity bu t t hese are not open yet .  

We have also had some complaints about park ing on the proper ty. There is no park ing at t he proper ty. 
Right now hikers need to park in S li nger and h ike ou t Cedar Creek Road to the proper ty.  

We will cont inue to work with the Depar tment of Natural Resources and the Cedar Lakes Conservat ion 
Foundat ion to bu ild t rail to the nor th to conn ect t h is area with Highway NN and a fu tu re park ing lot . We 
are mak ing progress in  th is area, bu t unt il then please follow these ru les.

We consider th is t rail as open bu t it is st il l 
a work in progress. The t rail i s bumpy and narr ow in some spots and is not well marked. So, you can h ike 
ou t t here, bu t please join us for our workdays to help us fin ish the job.

Next spr ing, Janel will take on the 
chall enge of  h ik ing the Appala-
chian Trail . She ant icipates the od-
yssey will take around four months.

Two Fall Hikes Planned 
West Bend Segm ent Fall Colors Hi k e  
Sat urday , Oct ober 20 at 9:00 am . 

Join us for a 3.5 mile h ike through Ridge Run 
County Park , Camp Sil verbrook and the new 
trail on the Lockman property. Freshly fallen 
leaves will carpet the trail and deep kett les and 
lake views await us. We will shu tt le from the 
park to the park ing lot on Paradise Dr ive and 
h ike back . Br ing water and h ik ing boots.

a tunnel was bu ilt under the roadway to ac-
commodate the IAT and snowmobile t rail s.  

Coincidentally, du r ing th is t ime, the rail l ine 
which ran parallel to Highway 45 on the east 
side was abandoned. The State of Wisconsin 
pu rchased the r ight of way and converted it , 
with the cooperat ion of Washington County, to 
the Eisenbahn State Trail , which opened in 
2006 . This gave the IAT an ou t let to the east .  

A h iker can make it t hrough, bu t will get h is 
feet wet most t imes of the year. There is a large 
low lying area where water coll ects. Water also 
collects in  the tunnel under Highway 45 . There 
have been discussions abou t expanding the 
easement t o ensure a dry rou te, bu t t hese have 
not  borne fru it .  

Dave Lovejoy recent ly led a group from the 
Wisconsin Go Hik ing Club on a h ike through 
the area and submit ted th is report :  

“… we crossed HWY. 45 and walked down the 
bike t rail to check out t he tunn els. There was 
st ill about 2 inches of water t rapped on the 
west end. Once through the tunn el, we 
sk ir ted the large tanks (I assume th is is the 
rou te of the IAT easement ) and found the two 
IAT signs, and d ecided to plow through the 4 
foot h igh grass and weeds westward. Every-
one thought t h is was qu ite the adventure. 
There was no evidence of any ear li er mowing. 
It wou ld b e n ice to get t h is open when we get 
a chance.”  

On October 27 we will clean up the t rail along 
the higher dry areas. This will involve brush 
cu t t ing, t read work and p ost install at ion. We 
will then explore the best rou te through the 
wet areas. If you have rubber knee boots, you 
might want t hem on that day.  

We expect t his to star t the planning process for 
a major boardwalk . Watch fu tu re newslet ters 
for construct ion dates in 2008 . 

Meet on Prospect Dr ive. Tu rn west off Highway 
45 at t he stoplight onto Badger Road. Then 
tu rn sou th on Prospect Dr ive. Look for ou r 
sign.
